The data were collected from ﬁve low-income neighborhoods in a medium sized city in the Paciﬁc Northwest as part of a larger study focusing on the presence of risk factors for substance abuse, violence, and gang activity. All ﬁve neighborhoods are known to be plagued by poverty, violence, substance abuse, and gang activity. To make our ﬁndings more understandable, we compared our ﬁnding’s from these neighborhoods to similar data from a middle- class neighborhood. Middle-class parents were twice as likely to have ﬁrearms in their homes, but were much less likely to keep them loaded and/or unlocked. High rates of victimization, fear of crime, self-protective behavior, and exposure to threats or attacks were associated with keeping ﬁrearms for protection and engaging in risky gun behavior in the home.
